This quilt is my modern version of an antique quilt called “Stars
Upon Stars.” It brought me such joy in a time when everything
was upside down. It’s made with the English paper piecing
method, which is hand stitched. | used only my fabric stash
for all the blocks and purchased the sashing fabrics. The only
real specific color placements were made for overall balance
as the quilt progressed. It took about 5-6 months to complete
it. Part of that time was remaking half the sash units. | didn’t
like my first choice as | saw all the blocks together. That was
painful. There are 8,600 total pieces.
