You will be asked to log in with your 2023 email and pass-
word, then you can enter your quilts. If you forgot your pass-
word, there is a recovery button. PLEASE DO NOT USE A PASS-
WORD THAT YOU USE FOR OTHER MORE CRITICAL SYSTEMS.

We have added a new category this year of ‘Holiday’. This
covers all holidays which might be represented in your quilt.
They will be hung together in the show, by holiday.

Please give some thought to ranking your quilts by entering
your highest ranked quilt first and so on. If the show committee
is forced to remove some quilts, the last quilt you entered may
be considered for removal.

If you know a guild member that doesn’t have access to the
internet, have them contact Nancy Graves at 628-8986. Nancy
will get their quilts entered. The form, found in the newsletter
on page 12, can also be used to enter a quilt if you don’t like the
online option. Please give the form to a board member or mail
to the address on the form.

At
the time | thought it was a fun name and now I'm very proud to
use it for my blog. Stephen also bought me my first 'real' sewing
machine for our 6 month anniversary and it was at that point my
love for quilting really took off.

About my designs, I'm not a traditional quilter. | love and
respect the talent, time and creativity in traditional quilts but
they would look really odd mixed into my home decor. I'm a
modern to contemporary quilter and designer with a love for
bold geometric designs.

Community Service End of Year Report
From Cyndy Underwood

Although we didn't get to 300 or more quilts for the year, we
didn't do too bad. We finished the year with 267 quilts turned
in, with all but 13 delivered. Those 13 will be presented to the
Kennewick Police Officer who will be giving the program in Janu-
ary. The distribution is as follows:

CASA - 16 — Domestic Violence - 21
Elijah Family Homes - 15 — Habitat for Humanity - 10
Hospice at the Chaplaincy - 13
Kadlec Critical Care Unit - 21
Kennewick Police Department - 30 — My Friends Place - 16
Red Cross - 20 — Richland Police Department - 17
SARC - 14 — Tri-Cities Cancer Center - 17
Tri-Cities Diaper Bank - 25
Tri-Cities Union Gospel Mission - 32
The winner for the incentive for quilting the bundles was
Linda Weir for April - June. The incentive winner for July -
November was Jodi Hassell.

The tally for the pipeline is tops 97, tops with backs chosen
87, tops ready for batting 71, bundles ready to quilt 29, for a
total of 284. There are also 19 kits in the red suitcase and at
least that many in the green suitcase for the Design Your Own.

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Community Service 2024 news

For this year you may see/hear some new ideas coming from
the Community Service tribe. This is a new year to try some
different ideas, as well as keeping past ideas. We are going to
continue with the 5th Tuesday Sewcials. The first one will be
January 30 at White Bluffs from 1-5, later if we know ahead of
time if someone wants to participate later. The theme is
A Celebration of Scrap. It involves all the ways you can turn off-
cuts, schnibbles, and bits into pieceable units. Some techniques
are paper foundations, cloth foundations, straight seaming.
Bring your machines, scraps (optional) or if you don't want to
bring your machine you can rent one of White Bluffs’ Berninas
for $5 for the day. All are welcome!

For those of you who don't know how Community Service
works, the following is a brief overview. There are members
who meet at the Guild Closet on the last Wednesday of each
month. They (the Kittens) pick out a pattern and fabric to create
kits. Once the kit is ready it goes to a Guild meeting where
members sign it out and piece it. Once it is pieced it comes back
to the Guild where the Backer Babes pick out the back and bind-
ing and piece the back if needed. The top then goes to the Bat
Ladies who cut the batting and then put it into bundles to be
brought back to the Guild for members to check out to quilt.
Once quilted, binding on or not, the quilts get back to the Guild
for binding or to be processed/distributed. If binding isn't done
yet it goes to someone who will do the binding and then
brought back for distribution. If you are willing to join the
Kittens, Backer Babes, Bat Ladies, or the Habitat for Humanity
friendship group (which processes the quilts on the Tuesday
after the meeting), please see Laurel Sutton or Cyndy Under-
wood.

The size quilts that we need the most of range from baby
size to 50”x 60”(lap size). Right now | have enough for the teen-
agers and parents for the Habitat for Humanity families. Also
please stay-stitch around the perimeter of any quilt tops you
turnin. This will help in keeping the integrity of the top while
waiting to get quilted. Also, if you are turning in a quilt top that
you made from your stash, please print out a Community
Service tag, fill it out and attach to the top. You can print it from
the TCQG website,
