% yard for outer fabric or (fat quarter)
% yard for lining or (fat quarter)

¥ yard for grab tabs, strap, gussets, and bindings or (fat quarter) (Marcy makes her lining and
tabs, gusset of the same fabric.

Extra needles, straight pins, and a stiletto
Mechanical pencil — (Marcy uses a pencil with .7 lead which doesn’t break as easily.)
Small binding clips — used to keep your zipper pulls from coming off the ends

Sewing machine with regular piecing foot, zipper foot and a walking foot or even feed feature
